报告摘要：Surveys found firms prefer trade secret as a means of appropriating investment. On the other hand, society tends to prefer patent, due to its mandatory disclosure of knowledge. This study analyzes the incentive structure of both types of protection to design an optimal IP policy. Patent is a government-awarded monopoly right to protect one’s innovation for a limited time. Society values disclosure because, it prevents duplication of the innovation by others, it encourages the improvement of the innovation by others. Consideration of an intermediate research output leads to very different results. Patenting may induce duplicative R&D investments. Society may be better off with secrecy. For high investment cost (for absorptive capacity), secrecy is a social control to limit the entry by many firms. A shorter patent life with broad patent scope can induce the firm to patent the innovation.
